Brick #1

The color of the first brick indicates the type of brick to place as follows:
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	means get a 4x2 brick
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Brick #2

The color of the second brick indicates the color of the brick to place. 

Bricks #3 and #4

The colors of the 3rd and 4th bricks indicate the X position (or column) in which to place the lower left corner of the brick.  The chart below shows the mapping of the color combination to the X value. 
Bricks #5 and #6
Similarly, the colors of the 5th and 6th bricks indicate the Y position (or row) in which to place the lower left corner of the brick.  The chart below shows the mapping of the color combination to the Y value.

The mapping of color combinations to numbers is as follows:
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Notes
Please note that the bricks are always aligned such that they occupy 2 rows and either 1, 2, 3 or 4 columns depending on the type of brick.  (see the example on the next page.)

Each brick is placed in the specified position and pushed into place.  If there is already a brick in the specified position, the new brick should be placed on top of the previously placed brick.

Here’s an example
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Place a 1x2 red brick at X=3 and Y=5.
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Place a 2x2 black brick at X=7 and Y=5.
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Place a 3x2 blue brick at X=2 and Y=3.
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Place a 4x2 white brick at X=6 and Y=3.
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
